i n the rock and one rntcrPstin9 b11sh-wack tnrough salal. 

That evening WP caught , ,ariety of rock fish to make our diet more 
interesting. Many signs of deer. •t ,.,,e only saw one. The mink were pl ent iful 
and inquisitive or hungry. 

We returned vid Turret Dodd and Hand. In Thiepval Channel, in a 
point eight tide, Janet spotted tte wreck. The H.M.C.5. Th1cpva l , a mi nesweeper 
on winter patrol hit a rock on februdry 27, 1930 and sank in 20' of water . There , 
on a cl ear day at low tide it can c;till be seen. 

Keith proved to be a handy person to have along .. In 1976 he had been a 
crew member of the Skeena and had spent 6 weeks in the area but, bes t of all , in 
Salal Joe's anchorage there was t~P Skeen~. Keith went aboard to r enew ol d 
aquaintances and we had a cup of coffee before proceeding to Dodd Is l and and half 
lunch. 

We finished lunch at Hard Island. There we all got into the wa t er. It 
was a perfect day - warm and hardly a ripple on the sea. Even after l unch t here 
was only a slight breeze as we returned to the Maggie at high tide for a view of 
the waterfall and our last ~wi~ before leaving for home.

Parks for Tomorrow is a coalition of interested public qroups and i ndividuals who are 
concer ned about the future of Canada's National Parks. ·over the past several years 
we have watched helplessly as the values and principles which form t he National Park 
idea have been eroded and violated. Our concerns over recent events have coalesced 
into a decision to ho1d a march on the administration buildinq of Banff Na tional Park 
on Sunday, October 23. 

This action is intended to represent o public demonstration of our commitment to the 
ideals inherent in our National Park system and to protest recent devel opments in t he 
parks. 

The two most recent issues wnich '1av0. sparked our desire to :10 one step beyond t he 
normal frustrations of letter writirq and polite but futile dialogue were the decisions 
announced in July and August, 1977, respectively. by the then Minister of Indian and 
Northern Affairs, the'°'Honourab1e Warren Allmand, to permit large-sca l e expansion of 
the Sunshine VillaQe Ski Area 'in Banff National Park, and to pennit hay cutti ng and/or 
cattle grazinq in Waterton and Prince Albert National Parks. It is our i nt ention to 
i nd icate to the ne1t1 Minister, the Honourable Huqh Faulkner, as clearly and sincerel y 
as possible, our belief that National Parks are priceless remnants of our national 
heritage and that we hold t~em in trust for future generations as well as our own. 
Exploitation under the guise of recreational developments or resource extraction must 
not be permitted to demean or deqrade these most significant of publi c l ands . 

The protest march itself will proceed throuqh the townsite of Banf f , l ocated withi-n 
Banff National Park, to the Park administration buildi ng where a var i ety of speakers 
will define the issues and point the directions that must be taken t owards a new era 
of management of our Parks. Enuallv important will be the effor t s t ha t must be made 
to inform the new Minister that National Park issues are national issues and t hat we 
al l have a stake in the future. We will be sending messages to t he Mi ni ster, the 
PrimeMinister and all Members of Parliament. · 

This is where we need your help. We are requestinq all orqan iza t ions and i ndividuals 
who are sympathetic to· this cause, to write their own letters of protest to t he Minister 
of Indian and Northern Affairs. Explain your vie,,.,s reqard i ng co1TUT1erc i al developments 
in National Parks, and the use of National Parks for resource ext raction . Offer 
your support to him if he is willina to uphold the ideals of our Nati ona l Park system. 
If you are unable to be represented in nerson at the October 23 march, tel l the 
Mi ni ster vou support the march in principle. 

We are also requesting a brief statement ~f support to be announced at the assembly 
concluding the march. 1his could take one of several forms : a copy of your letter 
to the Minister; a short letter stating your view, club aff il iation and number of 
members; or a telegram of support. Encourage your members to write indi vual letters. 
Only you and your members can give us this support. 
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We have reached a critical time in tnP history of the National Parks of this country. 
If you t-elieve that Natior:a1 Parl s ~nt tld stand as natural and living monuments, free 
from exploitation and creP. fro~ pol1ticai manipulation

Thank you for your letter of August 15 with regard to float planes 
on Tsuslat Lake. I appreciate your concern and wish that we had 
some legislative authority to discontinue this operation. Unfor­
tunately every avenue of authority has been investigated and there 
Is nothing under the present legislation that would allow us to 
discontinue this undesirable activity . I have been In consulta­
tion with Provincial authorities who are also sympathetic to the 
situation but they also are unable to take corrective action. Our 
last hope Is that the Ministry of Transport may be able to place 
some limitations on the use of this area by small aircraft but I 
am not too optimistic. 

I hope you have had the opportunity of reading the dally newspapers 
Including the Victoria Colonist that carried a front page Item on 
our di lemna but. this is to no avai 1 when It comes to the legal rlght 
for the air service to utilize this wilderness area a-s a commercial 
enterprise.
